Radiation Safety Dosimetry Program Radiation Detection Badge Procedures

As part of our Radiation Safety Program, you are being given a dosimetry device to wear while you are at work.  To use this device correctly, you must follow these procedures:

1. Wear the film badge which is assigned to you.  No one else should wear your film badge.

2. Wear this badge at all times when you are on duty at this institution.  If you go to another institution, remove the dosimetry unit you wear here.

3. The dosimetry badge should be stored in a safe, secure location away from known radiation sources, and in a secure area when it is not being worn.

4. The badge should be kept away from extreme heat when not being worn.

5. Excessive moisture or humidity could damage the dosimeter.  Store the dosimeter in a dry place.

6. If you are exposed to radiation sources, please notify Radiation Safety promptly to have the badge processed/evaluated.

7. If you are having personal medical or dental x-ray procedures, remove your film badge during the procedure.

8. If you lose or misplace your film badge, notify your supervisor.  You must obtain a new film badge before continuing to work with radiation sources.  (Do not use a badge assigned to someone else.)

9. Return the dosimeter (film badge or ring) within the first five days of the month after it is worn.  (For example, if it is worn in January, it must be returned by February 5.)  A new dosimeter will be provided to you at the beginning of each month.

10. If you are wearing a TLD whole body badge, you need to return it at the beginning of a new quarter.  (For example, if you wore it for January-March, you would return it before April 5.)

11. Dosimeters must be worn on the body at the location of the highest potential exposure.  Employees working in Radiology who wear lead aprons should wear their badges at the collar outside of the apron.  The badge monitors exposures to the unprotected head and lens of the eye.  In research laboratories, badges should be worn on the torso because the highest potential for exposure would be at counter level.

12. If a pregnant worker routinely wears a lead apron, the embryo/fetus monitor must be worn on the waist under the lead apron.  The regular badge must be worn at the collar outside of the lead apron.

Employee Agreement:  I have reviewed and understand the procedures required to use the radiation dosimeter and agree to follow these during my employment.  I have had all my questions answered by my supervisor/authorized user.  I will contact EH&S Radiation Safety if I still have any further questions.  These procedures are required as a part of our institutional policies and radiation safety regulatory compliance.
