GUIDELINES & AGREEMENT FOR ALL TUMOR BOARDS CERTIFIED FOR 
AMA PRA CATEGORY 1 CREDIT(S) TM

WFSM can certify internal, clinical department/section as well as regional/affiliated hospital or health care organization case-based Regularly Scheduled Series (RSS), e.g. tumor boards and patient care conferences for AMA PRA Category 1 Credit(s)TM provided the Activity Director/Planning Committee agrees to meet the following criteria for each individual case presentation:
· During the course of the case discussion, each represented discipline will review the pertinent academic issues related to the case including relevant literature, ongoing studies, anatomy/physiology, surgical technique, radiation dose tolerances, and alternative modalities.
· Specific, action-verb oriented learner objectives will be written and distributed to the audience in advance.  
· If there are ongoing research projects related to the case presentation, dedicated time will be given to the appropriate research to include present findings, current status of the project, and future directions.  The goal will be to have peer review of current projects as well as mentorship of house staff in the process of bringing a project to fruition and publication via study design, methods, and statistical analysis.

The Activity Director/Planning Committee agrees to provide the following materials to the Office of CME within two weeks after the scheduled tumor board session (see Tumor Board Activity Form): schedules or examples of the topics of discussion, e.g. the particular type(s) of tumor(s), complication(s) of therapy, research protocol(s), etc.; learner objectives for the topics presented; citations of relevant literature discussed with the case presentation;  a copy of the evaluation form (with a summary of results) used to evaluate the effectiveness of the educational presentation and measure changes in competence, performance, and/or patient outcomes; and attendance records (sign-in rosters).

As part of the process, you will be asked to record how many minutes of each individual tumor board/cancer conference session are devoted to education vs. patient-specific care.
