The Library purchased the site license to Access Medicine in the fall.  This resource is one of 

the most used by Medical Students. 

Using gift money from the Dorothy Carpenter Fund, the Library was able to buy two sets of back

William Allan, Tinsley Randolph Harrison, etc. Staff are reviewing the entries and correcting any 

errors. The Archivist has created a Wikipedia ñeditingò account and started editing the Flexner 

Report, Wake Forest University Baptist Medical Center, and Wake Forest University School of 

Medicine entries. 

Because the Dorothy Carpenter Archives has a well-known nursing collection, the Archives was 

invited to be a second-year partner (starting July 2011) with Appalachian State University, the 

State Library of NC, and the Duke Medical Archives in a project to digitize the history of nursing 

in North Carolina.  The Archivist helped write the grant application and advised the study team 

in conducting oral histories. 

The Archivesô Online Exhibit webpage was redesigned. Exhibits are listed alphabetically along 

with a thumbnail image and introductory paragraph explaining the exhibit. 

There are several funds providing money for special projects such as the preservation of 

materials and oral histories. Preservation projects for 2009-10 were: a 1704 edition of Sir Isaac 

Newtonôs Opticks; a scrapbook compiled by Mrs. Dorothy Carpenter; and a nursing graduation 

memories scrapbook.  An oral history of Kathryn Hampton, a nurse alumna, is in process. 

 

Curriculum Support  

Personal Librarians will be involved in a study with 1st year medical students of the class of 2014 

during Block II of the case-centered learning curriculum (CCL). This study will evaluate the 

influence of enhanced librarian participation in the CCL class on student performance. Small 

group instructors identified six learning issues as assignments where the students will be 

required to use specified online resources to locate suitable information. Personal Librarians will 

critique search methods and selected criteria using a Librarian-created evaluation template in 

conjunction with Academic Computing.

Librarians lectured Molecular Medicine and Translation Science graduate students on Open 

Access in general, the NIH Open Access Policy, Copyright Basics, and Literature Searching. 

The NIH Open Access Policy generated many questions from researchers and the Library

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Faculty Publications  

Communications, Marketing & Media Department worked with Faculty Publications on the 

redesign of its public search page. They created a search database that combined the data from 

1990-2005 in MS Access with the current data in PeopleSoft enabling easier searching.  Now, 

there is a multi- author search feature, as well as a keyword search feature, for all the data from 

1990 forward. Additionally, one may convert a search to an Excel file and save it.   

Faculty Publications staff attended meetings in the Office of Research on Medical Center issues 

that included Faculty Publications and other criteria tracked for faculty evaluations.  Faculty 

Publications data goes directly into faculty administrative pages and is also imported to the 

public pages for faculty through the Communications, Marketing & Media Department.   

Along with research, data entry, proofing and editing of publications information, Faculty 

Publications has been providing statistics to the Office of Research and helping others 

(Radiologic Sciences, Information Services, Office of Research, Communications, Marketing & 

Media) find the information needed for special projects.

archival collection.  

 

Funded Projects  

The Carpenter Library received a $4,998 award from the National Library of Medicine under 

Contract No. N01-LM-6-3502 with the University of Maryland Baltimore. The funded project was 

a collaborative initiative between staff from the Carpenter Library, the NCBH Center for Nursing 

Research, and the Congregational Nurse and Health Ministry Program at The Shepherdôs 

Center.  The grant provided funds to: 

¶ Purchase two laptops, two portable projectors, and two wireless cards to enable parish 
nurses serving four ethnically diverse churches to increase consumer understanding of 
valuable health information resources. 
 

The grant will provide a collaborative opportunity to:  

¶ Create a pilot project to assess how use of the NC Health Info website at the four 
churches affects a clientôs management of his health;  

¶ Develop a tracking system for clients with high blood pressure;  

¶ Create a documentation system that will store a history of parish nurse/client 
encounters.

Library Renovation  

The major accomplishment this year was the long-awaited renovation of existing library space. 

Occupying essentially the same space for the last sixty years in the oldest remaining building on 

the medical school campus, the Carpenter Library needed a makeover. When the Carpenter 

Library was established, there were no computers, printers, wired networks, wireless networks, 

scanners or photocopiers.  
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Library users went to the shelves to get the latest issue of a journal.

 

Needless to say, library functions are not what they used to be. In addition to computers, 

printers, etc. our users want spaces where they can meet in small groups and spaces that are 

free of extraneous noise made by the very same computers and printers that everyone deems 

essential to modern scholarship. Our renovation set out to accomplish the following goals:  

¶ To achieve greater efficiency and effectiveness with our service staff by combining two 
service desks (Circulation and Reference) into one;  

¶ To establish better cohesion of library resources by bringing all of the public computers 
into one central location; 

¶ To separate the noisier and quieter functions of library activities, enhancing our study 

environment.

The reference desk and the circulation desk were replaced by one free-standing curving counter 

in the center of the lobby 

 

Centralized staffing provides improved coverage and faster customer service.    
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All computer workstations previously located in the reference area and the LRC were moved 
into the reading room, now called the Information Commons: 

 
 

With the Library renovation, how computer print jobs are handle changed. Now all printing, 

black/white and color, is done through the Xerox multifunction devices.
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The former reference area has expanded student work areas using the tables that once housed 

the computers and is free of computer and printer noise:

 

Small group rooms were added, bringing the total to six rooms. The rooms were booked a total 

of 3,409 times. The old LRC was converted into a quiet study area with large tables and study 

carrels:
